Dr. Ernest W. Kinchen Jr., a native of Lafa-[' >
yette, Louisiana is the son of the late Earnest Vi
Kitchen and Edna J. Kinchen who helped foundg: :
Kinchen  Funeral Home. With the tenacity and|
fortitude like his parents, Dr. Kinchen has mad
significant contributions to the medical fiel
throughout his distinguished career. He graduate
with honors in Neuropsychiatry, Ophthalmology,
and Pediatrics from Howard University in 1965
His academic journey included an internship an
residency at Tulane and Charity Hospital Systemn
during which he also served as a captain in th =
U.S. Army Reserves. A

Over his 50year career, Dr. Kinchen has brokel,
numerous barriers within the medical communit
He was the first African American resident at the
Tulane and Charity Hospital System, as well &
the first African-American physician granted priv-
ileges at Lafayette General Hospital and Our Lady
of Lourdes. Furthermore, he became the first African American board member of the
Lafayette Chamber of Commerce. Dr. Kinchen is also the founder of Pride Plaza, a
multi -specialty medical facility in North Lafayette, demonstrating his commitment to
providing accessible healthcare to underserved communities.

Dr. Kitchen's contributions extend beyond his medical practice. He established the
Yearly Living Legend Program, which provides scholarships and inspires African
American youth. Additionally, his leadership in social justice is exemplified by his
orchestration of the first college protest march against segregation and discrimination
in the Deep Soutli a movement that garnered national attention and media coverage.

In recognition of his numerous accomplishments, the Louisiana Legislature present-
ed a resolution honoring Dr. Kinchen during a special ceremony held at the Heymann
Park Recreation Center. The enduring legacy of Dr. Ernest W. Kinchen Jr. continues to
inspire future generations both within the field of medicine and beyond.
